Commonly used to
measure structures in the heart.

e Color — The area within the box displays blood flow in color.
Commonly used to show the presence and direction of blood flow.

¢ Doppler —Displays a spectrum of flow velocities over time. Commonly
used to display any type of motion, including blood flow and tissue
movement.

Label an image

interface

Gestures

+ Swipe - Scroll pages and images; steer the D-line and the color box.

- Drag - Change depth; adjust gain; move buttons, calipers, and labels.
- Tap - Select modes, screens, and tools.

+  Pinch & spread - Using two fingers, zoom in or expand an image or a Color
Doppler scan.

Freezing and unfreezing

Using two fingers, tap the screen twice quickly.

Gain and depth
Adjust gain and depth by dragging the associated sliders.

Zoom
1 Tap Zoom.

2 Drag the zoom box to a location on the screen.
3 Using two fingers, pinch or spread the zoom box to the desired size.

4 Double-tap the zoom box to expand the selected area.
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Measuring

Measuring distance

1 Onafrozenimage, tap Distance.
2 Drag the caliper to the first point.

3 Drag the second caliper to the second point.

Measuring heart rate
1 On afrozen M Mode or scrolling Doppler trace, tap Heart Rate.

2 Drag the caliper to the peak of the heartbeat.
3 Drag the second caliper to the peak of the next heartbeat.

Reviewing

Tap Review to see the images and clips in the current exam, or tap
Patient List to view a different exam.

Labeling
1 Tap More Controls, and then tap Label.
2 Tap Text, and then enter the text of the new label at the top of the form.

3 Tap Done, and then drag the label to the desired location on the image.

Exporting

You can save an exam, including images and clips, to a USB memory stick for
easy export.

1 Inserta USB memory stick into a USB port on the device.

2 Tap Review, and then tap Patent List.

3 Selecta finished exam to export. Open exams cannot be exported.
